Prisoner’s Dilemma is the prototypical mixed motive game: If we consider 
cooperation “good” and defection “bad,” then the Prisoner’s Dilemma pro-
vides a motive to defect and a motive to cooperate.  The motive to defect is 
individual rationality – it is in each player’s best interest to unilaterally de-
fect.  The motive to cooperate is collective rationality – it is in the society’s 
best interest for the players to mutually cooperate.  Societies have developed 
various institutions to induce mutual cooperation.  Whether individuals in a 
society are good or bad depends more upon the institutions that exist in the 
society than upon the “inherent” goodness or badness that exists in the indi-
viduals.  In particular, institutions that are perceived as unfair lead to bad be-
havior; institutions that are perceived as fair lead to good behavior.

I thought I had this month’s column written – and in fact did.  It was inspired by one of Joan’s 
sermons and was about being open and welcoming to newcomers, including providing informa-
tion about opportunities to become involved. 

This new version is also inspired by Joan, and by the sermon she tells me she’ll be giving this coming week-
end (4/24).  As you know (or found out at that sermon), she has decided to accept an opportunity for personal 
and professional growth at another congregation.  Gosh – was learning this a shock.  Yet… *I’ve* been the 
one who has made the difficult and scary choice to move on in the past, so I can’t get angry or implore her to 
change her mind.  But still, the announcement poignantly points out to me how much this woman has touched 
my life.  Upon a few minutes of reflection, it occurs to me that I have no doubt but that it was at least partly 
the inspiration from this woman that brought me to being on the Board and now your Board President this 
year. 

Joan and I are only a few months apart in age.  The first service Dave and I came to at UUCP was the last 
summer service before Joan took over in her first official church year here.  We both have biology back-
grounds, somewhat retiring (shy?) husbands, and have dark, dark hair in a region where it could make me feel 
like a minority if I stopped to think about it.  I’ve had a personal affinity for this woman from the start – but 
have not pursued a more personal friendship because I’ve imagined it could be a strain to find true friends 
when you are the minister of a ‘flock’ – and because I always thought I could do it next month or next year.  
But now, Joan and Martin are moving on and I feel the fullness of the space that they have in my heart. 

But that is the personal side.  What does it mean for us as a congregation?  We’ve always been a radically lay-
led congregation – Joan has been (forcefully?) held at two services/month to make sure there is room for lay- 
led activities and services.  I don’t have all the history, but I believe her tenure here is among the longest 
we’ve had (or wanted) for a minister.  Will we “wilt” from her departure?  No – I don’t think so.  Our church 
is STRONG.  Will we bring in an interim this next year to help with pastoral ministry while we search for a 
new minister?  Or will we choose to remain lay-led for that time?  This question we’ll need to answer shortly 
as a congregation. 

Another question — as we go through this, who is going to do what?  That still needs to be determined.  
However, I have no fears that we lack people, skills, or insight  to make this a positive growing experience.  
In fact, it reminds me that there will be opportunities for substantial involvement by many congregational 
members – in new areas that will lead to our (UUCP) and personal growth – while still keeping up our high 
level of activities, programming and effectiveness. 

A number of you have been through this change-over before, even several times. A number of you are likely 
poised to jump in – but ask “where/how?”   Ahhh – look for the list of committees and chairs that is posted by 
the office and give someone a call ( hey – looks like I got that in after all!).  And some of you are likely think-
ing: “gosh, I should try to help, but I can’t see how right now,” and that’s okay too – your chance to share 
your gifts will come when you are ready. (Something a wise woman once said to me!) 

Meanwhile, think of all those ‘foibles’ etc. that we can laugh with Joan about as we say goodbye and give her 
a genuine UUCP send-off next month.  I expect there will be tears (mine for sure) but gosh – her personality 
and demeanor are strong enough that I expect there must be at least a few amusing things we can remind her 
of before she leaves!!  Put your thinking caps on, and catch your breath – it is going to be an amazing new 
year!
