From the Pastor on the Palouse

As this newsletter goesto press,

I'll have been here nearly a month!

In the last year I've experienced so
many changes. First there was the decision to seek out
anew congregation. Then | threw my Marquette con-
gregation into the throes of change by telling them
about this decision (most ministers don't announce
seeking in advance, but in my case | had to; long
story).

In the midst of this our house taxes jumped up
and we could no longer afford to live in our house at
the salary | was being paid, so we sold our house and
moved to an apartment for the final six months of our
livesin Marquette. Talk about change there: to go
from a four bedroom house to a one bedroom apart-
ment...and then camping among unopened boxes!

Pre-candidating at four congregations around the
country...suddenly we became seasoned travelers. Of-
fered the candidacy to ministry at UUCP; that was a
decision | rested upon for a couple of days prior to ac-
cepting. A change that had great impact was impa-
tiently waiting 60 days before leaving Marquette and
then having to say goodbye to those good folks. Trav-
eling three weeks across the country, visiting families
and friends, yet feeling totally unsettled; truly we were
"homeless.”

Settling into a new community with new digs and
finally able to open all those boxes and re-discovering
what we owned...and really didn't miss ("We own four
of these? What was | thinking??'). Getting to know
new names and faces, and discovering a community
where cars stop for pedestrians, dogs can go into busi-
nesses with their owners, and teenage clerks in stores
actually smile and acknowledge our shopping pres-
ence. These images of change bring to my mind that
of asalad dressing jar with oil and vinegar and having
to be shaken in order to truly bring good flavor in my
life. Whew! A whole 'lot of shaking going on.

UUCP has also gone through many changes as
well in the past year and a half; along term and be-
loved minister departs, an interim year takes place,
and suddenly there's a new person among you as your
minister.

For some, change is exciting; for others, unnerv-
ing. We get used to our lives...yea, even take comfort
init. The Beatles sang: Thoughts meander like a rest-
lesswind inside a letterbox/They tumble blindly as
they make their way across the universe/Nothing's
gonna change my world/Nothing's gonna change my
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world...

Ah, but there's the rub. Of course everything is
gonna change the world. That's a more realistic man-
tra Everything is gonna change the world. How can
we become more comfortable with change if it isin-
deed our nature? Sounds difficult but then lifeisa
challenging proposition...still it beats the alternative.
We are made for part of an ongoing cycle of creation
and change, creation and change: it islife. In fact, the
aternative is death, by which I mean those things
which are unalterable in time aren't living. Things,
people, places, beliefs, ideas...these things change.

So how do we manage this? How do we make
peace with change? Easier said than done but | think
that the key to living with change is becoming like a
windmill: finding your ground, knowing it, standing
firm upon it and knowing that the wind will blow
away the inessentials -- letting the wind, i.e.
change...become an aly.

Too often we cling to things which we have really
outgrown such as habits which used to work and do
not work any more. Perhaps a more healthy response
to change is more like a sail boat that keeps a good
internal balance and moves with the pressure of the
wind partnered with the wisdom of the compass. Free,
lively, risk taking, balanced, directed. The trick isto
know your best direction....to know what it is that you
really value and why. To find the center, the compass
point and those things which are changeable. To know
the direction in which life grows.

So may it be for our new ministry. The new kid
on the block is the change, empowers change, is
moved by change and thereby is changed herself. Like
our UU hymn sings. Seek the essence, hold the es-
sence, let the essence carry me. Let me flower, help
me flower, watch me flower, carry me. In the spirit, by
the spirit, with the spirit giving power.... | will find
true harmony. (Snging the Living Tradition #352)

Watch us flower! May it be so!

The UUCP already
has a policy designed to keep chil-
dren, youth and vulnerable adults
safe from sexual abuse in our midst,
but the R.E. committee is working
on a more comprehensive policy
that will address not only preven-
tion but congregational education
about sexual abuse and appropriate
responses.

For those of you who may not
have visited the UUCP web site
recently there are some things you
may wish check out. Petr Kuzmic,
our webmaster, has started some
church blogs, which are a great way

to stay up to date on what is going
on in the congregation. Social Ac-
tion and Sunday Services each have
ablog and more may be on the ho-
rizon.

Mountains by Tracy Kidder.

Health Organization, and others in his quest to cure the
world. At the heart of this book is the example of alife
based on hope, and on an understanding of the truth of
the Haitian proverb “Beyond mountains there are moun-
tains’: as you solve one problem, another problem pre-
sents itself, and so you go on and try to solve that one
too.

“ Mountains Beyond Mountains unfolds with the
force of agathering revelation,” says Annie Dillard, and
Jonathan Harr says, “[Farmer] wants to change the
world. Certainly this luminous and powerful book will
change the way you seeiit.”
