From the Pastor on the Palouse

| A few Thanksgivings ago |
i was part of an interfaith team
to present an Interfaith
Thanksgiving Eve service.
Leaders from different relig-
ions did readings of gratitude representative of their
particular faith traditions. Since | wanted to present
the humanist side of Unitarian Universalism | turned
to Robert Green Ingersoll, a 19th century political
leader and orator, noted for his defense of agnosti-
cism. (Did you know that Colonel Bob Mountain in
Washington state was named for him?) Even today,
these words speak to the gratitude many of us have of
being Unitarian Universalists...and | share hiswords
with you.

When | became convinced that the universeis
natural--that all the ghosts and gods are myths, there
entered into my brain, into my soul, into every drop of
my blood, the sense, the feeling, the joy of freedom.

The walls of my prison crumbled and fell, the
dungeon was flooded with light and all the bolts and
bars and manacles became dust. | was no longer a
servant, a serf or a dave. There was for me no master
in all the world--not even infinite space.

| was free--free to think, to express my thoughts--
free to live my own ideal--free to live for myself and
those | loved--free to use all my faculties, all my
senses, free to spread imagination's wings--free to in-
vestigate, to guess and dream and hope--free to judge
and determine for myself--free to reject all ignorant

and cruel creeds, all the "inspired" books that savages
have produced, and all the barbarous legends of the
past--free from popes and priests, free fromall the
"called" and "set apart"--free from sanctified mistakes
and "holy" lies--free from the winged monsters of the
night--free from devils, ghosts and gods.

For thefirst time | was free. There were no pro-
hibited placesin all the realms of thought--no air, no
space, where fancy could not spread her painted
wings--no claimsfor my limbs--no lashes for my back-
-no firesfor my flesh--no following another's steps--no
need to bow, or cringe, or crawl, or utter lying words.
| was free. | stood erect and fearlesdly, joyoudly, faced
all worlds.

And then my heart was filled with gratitude, with
thankfulness, and went out in love to all the heroes,
the thinkers, who gave their lives for the liberty of
hand and brain--for the freedom of labor and thought-
-to those who fell on thefierce fields of war, to those
who died in dungeons bound with chains--to those
who proudly mounted scaffold's stairs--to those by fire
consumed--to all the wise, the good, the brave of every
land, whose thoughts and deeds have given freedom to
the sons [and daughters] of men [and women]. And
then | vowed to grasp the torch that they have held,
and hold it high, that light may conquer darkness still.

e Our response to areported incident needs to have clear guidelines. The last section of our
updated policy ensures that any matter is handled in a fair, confidential, and timely manner,
with appropriate measures taken both within our community and beyond.

church growth, the pledge drive or
the need for more committee mem-
bers and the like. But | think I'll
pass on all of those items and throw
out the following question for
thought and discussion.

So hereit is. Drumroll
“What isachurch
group?’ And .... “Doesit matter?’

| have given this alot of
thought, and in my opinion it does
matter. If agroup wantsto use the
Y ellow House for ameeting, a
church group getsto use the space
for free. And not only that, church
groups usually get “first dibs” on
the space meaning that a paying
non-member group can't oust a
non-paying church group. In addi-
tion, a church group has access to
an array of publicity options includ-
ing Sunday morning announce-
ments, alisting in the order of ser-
vice, newsletter write-ups, the web
Site, etc.

A church group might also
have resources and services avail-
able to them through our minister,
the PNWD and possibly the UUA.
They could also reasonably expect
to make a budget request from the
finance committee.

There are, however, other prac-
tical considerations to be made
around this issue. As we continue to
become more conscious about wel-
coming visitors, we would like to

enjoy the company of newcomers
inour groups. Energy, enthusiasm
and new ideas are always a great
way to keep groups vibrant and
healthy. In order to welcome new-
comers into our groups it would
certainly be helpful to know what
groupsto put on the list. For exam-
ple, we'd love to say we have a
women’s non-spirituality group but
only if wereally have one. Right?

Now let’s extend the discus-
sion alittle further. Should the
UUCP have any requirements of a
group in order to be considered a
UUCP church group? Do we have
an expectation that a “church
group” will make every attempt to
abide by our UU Principles? Are
closed groups okay? When does a
group start? How does one get into
agroup? When does a group end
and who decides? When does a
group or activity come off the web
site and discontinue being listed as
an option for participation?

Now clearly, the UUCP has
managed quite well for some time
without explicitly answering these
guestions. The informal nature of
our groups and activities is some-
thing most of us enjoy. Groups
Spring up out of the desires, needs
and passions of our members and
friends. But where is the balance
between fostering activities and
managing the congregation’sre-

sources properly? | hope many of
you will think about this because it
ultimately points to further discus-
sion around our resources, specifi-
cally our church buildings.

We are nearing the point, in
my opinion, where our facilities
will not sufficiently support our ac-
tivities. It might even be safe to say
that our facilities do not support our
vision for the UUCP although I'm
not sure we have a collective vi-
sion. Y et. Perhaps the real question
then, iswhat is our collective vision
for the future of the UUCP and how
arewe going toredize it?

| don’'t have the answers and
even if | thought | did, it wouldn't
make much of a difference. What
will make a difference, however, is
a collective and ongoing conversa-
tion about who we are and where
we think we want to go. Everyone
needs to participate in this discus-
sion and | hope that in the coming
year, we will pick up where we left
off in putting together a new mis-
sion statement. We started that
process when our previous settled
minister left. I'm hoping that as we
begin our new ministry together
with Kayle we will take the time to
evaluate who we are, what we do
here and where we want to go.

According to arecent Moscow-Pullman
Daily News article about “hunger awareness’,
(October 16, 2006, page 3A), “ldaho ranks
eighth among the hungriest gatesin the na-
tion...with 14.6% of its residents considered
food insecure- not knowing where their next
meal will come from”. To help grasp this 14.6
percentage, consider our average UUCP Sunday
morning church attendance of 90 adults and
children. 14.6% is 13 individuals! Imagine
among our 90 fellow congregantsthere are 13
individuals who need food they are unable to
provide for their families' well being!

Moscow Food Bank Director, Mary

Daily News article as saying that 700 families
used the food bank in 2005. Currently, she said

Book Discussion Group

Our book for November is Voyage of the Sum-
mer Sun: Canoeing the Columbia River by Robin
Cody. From Publisher's Weekly:

On June 17, 1991, Cody launched his 16-foot,
47-pound Kevlar canoe on Columbia Lake, highin
the Canadian Rockies. Eighty-two days later, he
beached the canoe at Astoria, Ore., completing his
voyage on the Columbia River. Cody (Ricochet
River) gives a sparkling account of his adventure, inter-
weaving historical detail and natural history with child-
hood memories of the river. Despite its 14 dams, the Co-
lumbia has formidable rapids; its huge reservoirs, buf-
feted by strong winds, present a hazard to small craft.
Day 39 found Cody at Grand Coulee Dam, his halfway
point. There he visited an elderly couple who had ob-
served the construction of the dam. As he passed the
Hanford Nuclear Reservation, he was startled to see
abundant wildlife on the nation's maost hazardous nuclear
waste dump. Cody notes that in two generations, the Co-
lumbia has been shackled and turned to human use; his

American Gospel is the human story of how the founding fathers
viewed faith and how they ultimately created a nation in which belief in
God is amatter of choice. Holmes in his book offers a clear, concise,
and illuminating look at the spiritual beliefs of our founding fathers. He
sheds light on various forms of Deism that flourished in America, and
influence this intellectual movement had on the founding generation.

A new book to help us understand our Unitarian/Universalist heri-
tage is Out of the Flames by L awrence and Nancy Goldstone (in the
Philosophy section) which tells us about the scientist and freethinking
theologian, Michael Servetus, and how he refuted orthodox Christianity
in his heretical work Christianismi Restitutio in 1553. John Calvin then
had him burned at the stake with it tied to his ankle. This book tracks
the work's history, examining Servetus's life and times and the politics
of the first information revolution.

Spring Elementary Curriculum: An Exploration of Time
Created by Steve Dodgen

I magine drawing a time-line showing the entire
history of the universe on a sheet of paper about six
feet wide. How much of the paper would all of re-
corded human history occupy? About one micron (a
millionth of a meter), you'd need a pretty good micro-
scopeto seeit. To think of it another way, if you used
apiece of paper that sretched from Pullman to Mos-
cow, the 6000 years of recorded history would occupy
about a quarter of an inch at the end!

In this curriculum we will try to visualize our
place in the universe by exploring a series of time-
lines. We will learn about how the stars created the
elements from which our bodies are formed, we will
zoom in on the history of life on Earth, then zoom in
further to learn something about the evolution of our
species and of Human thought.

Finally, we will draw our own map of the future:
we will extend the time-line into both the near and far
future, and ask ourselves what sort of a future we hope
to see and how we might help to createit.

In the words of H.G. Wells: “ It is possible to be-
lieve that all the past is but the beginning of a begin-
ning, and that all that is and has been is but the twi-
light of the dawn.”

S0, the next time somebody asks you how old you
are, and you want to answer without answering, tell
them " About 14 billion years, give or take".

An Election Year Reminder

In Elections, Support Issues, Not Candidates

As another election season approaches, many of
us are getting involved—and thinking about getting
our congregations involved—in the political process.
But what actions are permissible?

Americans United for Separation of Church and
State, a public policy organization that advocates for
religious freedom by supporting the separation of
church and state, has developed guidelines for congre-
gationsto follow. Generally speaking, congregations
can support issues, but not candidates. Supporting can-
didates courts the loss of tax-exempt status from the
Internal Revenue Service. Here are some of the AU
guidelines.

Churches and other religious groups may do the
following:

¢ Address moral/political issues. Churches may
speak out on political issues such as abortion, the
death penalty, environmentalism, poverty, etc.
They may pass resolutions and communicate those
views to politicians and the public.

e \/oter registration drives. Religious groups may
register people to vote and encourage them to vote.

e Candidate forums. Forums where all legally quali-
fied candidates for office are invited to speak may
be sponsored by religious groups.

¢ Questionnaires determining where candidates stand
on the issues must be sent to all candidates and
cover abroad range of issues. The information
gathered must be presented to the public in an unbi-
ased fashion.

Avoid political activity with partisan overtones,
including:

¢ Endorsing/opposing candidates. Religious groups
may not advise congregants or the public at large to
vote for or against specific candidates or political
parties.

e Financial contributionsto candidates. If religious
groups collect money on behalf of, send checksto,
or provide in-kind servicesto a candidate, they
have violated the IRS code. Churches may not con-
tribute to or set up political action committees or
use a church letterhead to solicit contributions for
candidates.

e Partisan campaign literature. Distribution of biased
voter guides or partisan campaign literature violates
the IRS code.

The IRS prohibitions do not pertain to individu-

als. Pastors may put bumper stickers favoring candi-
dates on their cars or work on behalf of a candidate
during their free time. However, a minister who en-
dorses a candidate at an official church function or
through church publications has run afoul of the tax
code. Religious leaders may not endorse candidates
from the pulpit claiming "personal opinion."

Many UU congregations impose limits on them-
selves that are more severe than the IRS requires.

"Our policy," says M. Kent Mayfield, administra-
tor of the First Unitarian Society, Madison, WI (1,126
members), "isto disavow any activity by any group or
individual which could be construed as representing a
congregational position on any election, candidacy or
issue which is the focus of a decision to be made by
the electorate.”

In contragt, the First UU Society of San Fran-
cisco, CA (500), avoids endorsing candidates but does
make statements on public issues.
