From the President’s Pen

Living On The Cusp

Littledid | realize, when | was elected president
of the board earlier in December, that I’d be able to
write a column for the newsletter every month!!
WOW!! | can rant away to my heart’s content and it’l|
get published! Double Wow!!!

But before | use up ayear’s supply of exclama-
tion marks, | think it’ s important to recognize, and
thank, the members of the board who are leaving—
Cathy Green, Nancy Nelson and Roger Wallins—for
their fine work these past years. Board serviceisa
three-year commitment, and alot can happen in that
time period. These last three years have been tumultu-
ous ones, and these three people have been pillars of
strength. When you see them next, thank them for
their dedication.

Living on the cusp pretty much describes our
UUCP church community. We're in transition; we
have been for a number of years neither fish (a family
church) nor fowl (a program church). We're some-
where in the middle.

The UUA (Unitarian Universalist Association)
defines a family church as one that has a membership
of 150 souls or smaller. By the same token, they de-
fine a program church as one that has a membership of
250 or larger. As| write this, our UUCP membership
hovers somewhere just under 200.

Asthe size of our congregation grows, albeit
slowly, we need to grapple with the issues that attend
changing from a church where everyone knows every-
one else, to achurch where our size precludes such
easy-going familiarity with everyone we worship with.

One way to deal with growth was moving to two

Sunday-morning services, that in turn has raised con-
cerns about unequal religious education periods, a per-
ception that there isn’t enough time for coffee hour, a
perception that some of our church-service traditions
have had to be modified to keep us within time con-
straints. New committees have been formed to look at
these issues, and others, and report back to the board
in the spring.

The board, our staff and our committee chairs will
have an opportunity to explore the future and chart the
course we want to take when they meet in a workshop
on Jan. 20. One of the benefits of gaining Kayle Rice
as our settled minister isthat the UUA is sending a
trainer/facilitator to help with this visioning process.
But while the half-day workshop will plant the seeds
of change, it’ll be up to all of usto nurture the crop
and reap the harvest.

Also in January, on Sunday the 28", we'll have a
committee fair. Thiswill be a prime opportunity to
showcase what our various church committees are in-
volved with, and, | hope, help attract new participants
who want to be part of the process.

| think that 2007 will be an exciting time for our
church community. There may be calls to change the
way we do things, and it’ s true that change is not al-
ways welcomed and often is uncomfortable. But we
are fortunate to have a church where members can
voice their opinions and vote on substantive issues of
church governance. This process, congregational pol-
ity, means that the democratic processis alive and
well in our UUCP.

Our book for December is Saving Fish
from Drowning by Amy Tan. From Publisher's
From Publishers Weekly:

Tan (The Bonesetter's Daughter) delivers
another highly entertaining novel, this one nar-
rated from beyond the grave.

San Francisco socialite and art-world doy-
enne Bibi Chen has planned the vacation of a
lifetime along the notorious Burma Road for 12
of her dearest friends. Violently murdered days
before takeoff, she's reduced to watching her
friends bumble through their travels from the
remove of the spirit world. Making the best of it, the
11 friends who aren't hung over depart their Myanmar
resort on Christmas morning to boat across a misty
lake--and vanish. The tourists find themselves trapped
in jungle-covered mountains, held by arefugee tribe
that believes Rupert, the group's surly teenager, isthe
reincarnation of their god Y ounger White Brother,
come to save them from the unstable, militaristic
Myanmar government. Tan's travelers, who range
from a neurotic hypochondriac to the debonair, self-
involved host of a show called The Fido Files, fight
and flirt among themselves. While ensemble casting
precludes the intimacy that characterizes Tan's
mother-daughter stories, the book branches out with a
broad plot and dynamic digressions.

It's based on atrue story, and Tan seemsto be
having fun with it, indulging in the wry, witty
voice of Bibi while still exploring her signature
guestions of fate, connection, identity and fam-
ily.

A
women’s group will be held Thursdays at 11:45 am. in
Rev. Kayle's office starting January 18th. Each week
the group will read and discuss a chapter from the book
Crones Don’t Whine by Jean Shinoda Bolen, M.D.

In this book Bolen states “Crones are juicy, and
they trust their own ingtincts. They don’t grovel.
Crones are fierce about what matters most to them.
They speak the truth with compassion. They listen to
their bodies, reinvent themselves as needed, and savor
the good in their lives. These qualities are not culti-
vated overnight. Crone years are growing years, when
women can devote their time, energy, and creativity to
what really mattersto them.”

Each chapter in the book is approximately four
pages of playful humor and keen insight. Y ou do not
need to buy the book (although do feel free to do so!),
we'll read the chapter aloud at the beginning each
week. You can also come when able, come once, sev-
eral times, or al thirteen chapters; you' Il be able to step
right into each week as each week is a different crone
quality. Bring your friends from outside the church and
come.

She does not avert her eyes or numb her mind
from reality. She can see the flaws and imperfectionsin
herself and others, but the light in which she sees is not
harsh and judgmental.

Spring Elementary Curriculum: An Exploration of Time, Created by Steve Dodgen

Imagine drawing a time-line showing the entire
history of the universe on a sheet of paper about six
feet wide. How much of the paper would al of re-
corded human history occupy? About one micron (a
millionth of a meter), you'd need a pretty good micro-
scopeto seeit. To think of it another way, if you used
a piece of paper that stretched from Pullman to Mos-
cow, the 6000 years of recorded history would occupy
about aquarter of an inch at the end!

In this curriculum we will try to visualize our
place in the universe by exploring a series of time-
lines. We will learn about how the stars created the
elements from which our bodies are formed, we will
zoom in on the history of life on Earth, then zoom in
further to learn something about the evolution of our
species and of Human thought.

Finally, we will draw our own map of the future:
we will extend the time-line into both the near and far
future, and ask ourselves what sort of a future we hope
to see and how we might help to createit.
