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Many UU congregations, particularly 
those who are isolated such as we, 
tend to be wary of denominational 

involvement. After all, we are a free religion, a democ-
ratic organization, a from-the-bottom-up structure. But it 
is also good to remember that we are a covenantal relig-
ion. Each UU society has agreed to be supportive of one 
another. 

And experiencing the covenant was what took place 
at our recent Annual General Meeting of the Pacific 
Northwest District in Boise, ID. Ginger and I left early to 
attend our respective professional retreats. Donna 
Holmes Parks and Rebecca Rod followed a few days 
later, representing our congregation as delegates. 

We began with a banner parade and folk dancing 
with the Basques. We heard a keynote from UUA Presi-
dent Bill Sinkford, who continues to encourage congre-
gations and members to work on areas of oppression par-
ticularly in areas of race and class (currently we have 50 
ministerial candidates of color in seminary). We broke 
out into workshops; I attended two:  "Adult Religious 
Education" and "Healthy Congregations." At lunch dele-
gates were given the opportunity to converse with one 
another on two questions:  "What would your commu-
nity look like if your UU church grew?" and "What 
would it take to do this?"

Rebecca, Donna and I discussed 
these questions with two other delegates from north of 
Seattle; it was interesting to note that their congregation 
has many of the same challenges as UUCP. After a fine 
sit-down dinner, we were entertained by the comedy duo 
"Fool Squad" who poked fun at Unitarian Universalism. 
Our funny bones were duly tickled but many of us agree 

that some of the jokes went too far! There was more 
dancing following dinner (which your overtired minister 
did not attend). Plenary sessions were devoted to the 
business of the district including minor changes in the 
by-laws. And on Sunday morning we all worshiped to-
gether with Rev. Alex Holt from Woodinville preaching. 

Next year's AGM will be in Tacoma with the Rev. 
Rebecca Parker speaking. I've heard her before, love her 
writings and will definitely plan to attend. It was a joy to 
connect with district UUs and even made a new friend or 
two! 

So AGM is part business, part fun, part learning, 
part worship but always about connecting and supporting 
one another. It's important, I think, to hear the views of 
our denominational leaders and what is working and 
what needs tweaking in Unitarian Universalism. As a 
denomination we've come a long ways…and still have 
yet a ways to go. May the challenge never end! 

On a separate note, I want to say that it has been a 
joy to work with our DRE Ginger George. Like many of 
you, I am truly excited about her new opportunity for 
this unique young adult (along with her partner Mike 
LeBeau, who "just" happens to be our sexton and our RE 
assistant…which means 50% of our staff is leaving!) to 
head out into the big, wide world to further her education 
and career. Like many of you, I also grieve at her depar-
ture. Many of you have "growed" Ginger, watching her 
go from precious toddler to a beautiful accomplished 
adult. I'm grateful that I had this short time with her and 
Mike. Let us continue to celebrate and support them in 
the few short months we have left!

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Reflections on Freecell 
OK. I admit it. I’m addicted to Freecell. It’s not 

something I’m terribly proud of, playing this game 
until all hours of the night, neglecting my studies to do 
“one more game,” one part of me watching that pre-
cious commodity called time being frittered away in 
the pursuit of a goal I can’t begin to enunciate. 

For those of you who haven’t the foggiest idea 
what I’m talking about, let me start by saying that 
Freecell is a computer card-game puzzle, found on all 
halfway modern Windows PCs. Kind of like solitaire 
but more devious in the manner it worms its way into 
one’s psyche. There are, according to the fiends who 
devised it, 1,000,000 Freecell puzzles waiting to be 
solved. I’m only up to game 10,956. 

A long way to go, unless I can break the vicious 
cycle. 

Once in a while (actually, once in a *great* while, 
to be truthful) playing the game leads me to thoughts 
about non Freecell-related matters.

I 
start down a path, making choices at each intersection, 
until I get to a point where I can go no further. In 
Freecell, I can wipe the board clean and start the puz-
zle all over, and consciously or not, try to make differ-
ent decisions about which way to go. 

As we all know, life doesn’t generally offer us 
that same option. We can’t make time run in reverse. 
If we make the wrong decisions, and get to a point 
where we don’t want to be, we have to somehow mud-
dle through. 

One option that life does offer us is the ability to 
consult. The opportunity to ask others, get different 

perspectives, benefit from different kinds of wisdom. 
Consultation is certainly no guarantee that one will 
find the right way, but it often improves the odds. 

Among the issues that the UUCP board will strug-
gle with this spring is the possibility of changing the 
way we govern ourselves. Moving from our current 
governance model to one called “policy governance.” 
I’ve only just begin to examine this way of doing 
things, but already I can see that it represents a signifi-
cantly different manner of doing things on the part of 
the board and all the committees that together repre-
sent how we regulate our church community. 

Here’s a place where I’m very grateful for the op-
portunity to debate and discuss the issue, to consult, 
with the other eight members of the board. Govern-
ance models are a complex subject not subject to easy 
discernment, yet changing our model may offer sig-
nificant advantages compared to the status quo. 

I’m struck by the fact that very little in UUCP 
church life is cut and dried. Our governance model 
may be more complex than many issues, but it is only 
one among many topics that the board will address at 
its monthly meeting. The list of possible agenda items 
grows like Topsy, as it does every month, and some-
times I wonder if we’ll ever get caught up and things 
will settle down, at least for awhile. 

We’re not there yet.

Chaplain James Yee to Speak 
A "Community Conversation:  Islam-Community and 

Faith" will be held on Saturday, March 31 at the Moscow 
High School Auditorium from 1:30 to 3:30 p.m. Two 
speakers, Dr. S.M Ghazanfar and Chaplain James Yee will 
speak on Islam as a civilization and a faith respectively. 
There will be a panel discussion and refreshments. Free to 
the public.

Chaplain Yee, author of "For God and Country: Faith 
and Patriotism Under Fire" is a third-generation Chinese 
American and West Point graduate who converted to Islam 
in 1991. He is a former Muslim Chaplain for the U.S. 
prison camp in Guantanamo Bay. After being officially 
recognized twice for outstanding performance, Chaplain 
Yee was arrested and imprison in a Navy brig for 76 days 
in September 2003 while being falsely accused of spying, 
espionage and aiding the alleged Taliban and Al-Qaeda 
prisoners. After months of government investigation, all 
criminal charges were dropped. Chaplain Yee will be on 
the Uof I and WSU campuses, so the public will have am-
ple opportunity to hear him speak.

Giving up your 
membership at the gym and would like 
to heave boxes and rake leaves to keep 
your muscles strong? Decided that your 
oratory talents would be better suited to 
the under 13 crowd than during Sunday 
services? Do you have wonderful hid-
den talents just begging to be used for 
good works? Now is the time to update 
your volunteer form.

You already know the USDA ranks Idaho the 8th 
hungriest state in 2005. You may not know that 

40% of Idaho households receiving food from food banks currently 
have at least one person working. About half of those work full-time 
jobs. Nevertheless, some people must choose between rent and food. You 
may not know that Idaho renters must earn at least $11.20 per hour to 
earn enough for a two-bedroom apartment. However, Idaho workers 
earning the $5.15 per hour minimum-wage must work on average 87 
hours per week to pay the rent. Furthermore, some people in Idaho must 
choose between health care and food. 20.7% in ID have no health insur-
ance. Among school age children in ID, 42% (74,433 children per day) 
receive free or reduced lunch, and one in eight (49,570 children) goes to 
bed hungry sometime each month. 

What can we do to fight hunger now? 
We can:  continue to share our bounty; increase our support for 

our local food banks by donating money and continue bringing non-
perishable food to church Sundays to replenish the food stores local fami-
lies need; learn more about the issue of hunger (through SAC forums); 
expand that awareness into our community; advocate for public policy 
and those politicians who support and promote programs and policy that 
provide for food security; as a church, join with other churches and 
advocacy groups and become participants in interfaith discussion and ac-
tion addressing hunger in Idaho.

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Our book for March is The Future Eaters by 
Tim Flannery. From Publishers Weekly:   

Who destroys or "eats" the future? Those 
who have not shared a past:  coevolution is the 
key to survival of all species, maintains Flannery, 
a senior research scientist in mammalogy at the 
Australian Museum in Sydney. 

Just as human immunities have failed when 
confronted with previously isolated viruses, so 
entire ecosystems have crumbled with the intro-
duction of man. Australia, New Zealand, New Caledo-
nia and New Guinea make for an interesting case study:  
though once conjoined, they later separated, developing 
disparate climates and soil types. Equally important, 
they were colonized at different times, with man reach-
ing Australia 45,000 to 60,000 years ago and New 
Caledonia just 3500 years ago. Flannery posits that 
these virgin islands, which were replete with unex-
ploited resources, naive, almost ``tame,'' herbivores and 
no real competition from other predators, allowed man 
to make ``the great leap forward'' to become not just 
one species among many but the species. New virgin 
territories presented other opportunities for wealth, 
population growth, leisure and subsequent leaps for-
ward. But the cost is invariably great:  human popula-
tions soar, then drop as food sources become extinct or 
soil is exhausted and imported ideas of agriculture, hus-
bandry and hunting slowly give way to environmental 

reality--reality that is particularly harsh to Austra-
lia's poor soil. With great skill and research, 
Flannery demonstrates the subtle interaction that 
makes an ecosystem work, from glaciers to fire, 
from dung beetles to man. In the process he makes 
a formidable, sometimes frightening argument for 
careful cooperation with--rather than domination 
of--the world.

Native American ancestral remains in Clinton, OK. This project is part of a national effort by “Return to the 
Earth” to repatriate (return) and honorably bury those remains from museum and other institutions that have no 
records that identify them by tribe or location. 

Participants at camp will be planting native plants, painting fences and buildings, building trails, and do-
ing data entry. There is a strong educational component to this week with presentations by tribal leaders on the 
history and culture of the Cheyenne people, and the repatriation efforts of tribes nationally. It will include field 
trips and evening sessions with artists and native plant specialists.

March 18-24, Unitarian Universalist Service Committee JustWorks Camp, Clinton OK  
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Marshall Mitchell was born August 4, 1952, to 
working class parents in central Alabama. His father 
was a mechanic and his mother was a homemaker and 
seamstress who made clothes in her home for people 
and worked in a garment factory that made children’s 
clothes. He was raised Southern Baptist in a conserva-
tive home. After finishing a degree in psychology at 
University of Montevallo, he went to Baptist semi-
nary, earning a Master's of Divinity degree, which he 
hoped would allow him to become a chaplain in a re-
habilitation facility. He was unable to find a job at this 
and eventually found work setting up accommodations 
for students with disabilities at Amarillo Community 
College, after a move to Texas. He worked in that job 
for 10 years before relocating to Pullman to do similar 
work at Washington State University. Marshall is now 
a Clinical Assistant Professor in the Department 
of Speech and Hearing and the coordinator of disabil-
ity studies for WSU. His interest in disability accom-
modations stems partly from the fact that he uses a 
wheelchair to get around due to a cervical spinal in-
jury at the age of 15. 

Marshall's journey to Unitarian Universalism was 
somewhat circuitous. After finishing his divinity de-
gree, he no longer felt at home in the Baptist Church 
and began to attend the Disciples of Christ. On mov-
ing here, there was no Disciples of Christ Church and 
so he joined the Presbyterian Church. A year and a 
half ago he met Lori Rowlett at a conference and she 
brought him to the Unitarian Church in which she had 
been active for several years. He and Lori were mar-
ried about a year ago and live in Pullman. Marshall 
has two 21 year old daughters who live on the Palouse 
who are identical twins. 

Lori Rowlett grew up in Dallas, Texas, the 
daughter of a railroad man. Her mother helped support 
the family working in a store. Lori was the first person 
in her family to go to college. She attended the Uni-
versity of Texas in Austin, receiving her degree in 
German Literature. She went on to get a Masters of 
Divinity degree from Southern Methodist University. 
She then moved to England to do further studies at 
Cambridge University and received her PhD in He-
brew Bible there. She now teaches at Washington 
State University as an adjunct professor in Philosophy 
and Religious Studies, as well as Women's Studies. 

Lori has had Rheumatoid Arthritis since child-

hood and now deals with chronic pain and joints that 
won't support her, so she gets around with the help of 
a wheelchair. She met Marshall Mitchell at a confer-
ence on disability issues and they were married a year 
ago. 

Lori finished divinity school a Presbyterian, but 
through her studies in feminism and exposure to God-
dess mythology became a neo-pagan. Support for her 
religious beliefs at the Unitarian Universalist Church 
has led her to become a member. 

 
Claire Lichtenfels and Hal Jackson recently 

celebrated their “kissing anniversary”. What is that? I 
wondered. Claire was happy to inform me that it’s 
been twenty-five years since their first kiss! They mar-
ried not long after. Twenty and twenty-one, they met 
at a mountaineering leadership school and they’ve 
spent the years since traveling the ups and downs of 
life as a couple. 

Claire grew up in Rhode Island but spent the sum-
mers in Germany with her parents. Hal grew up in 
Richmond, Virginia and always dreamed of the open 
spaces and relaxed atmosphere of the west. 

The couple came from Vashon Island in Wash-
ington last August for Hal to begin a position in the 
College of Education at WSU. He has a PhD in behav-
ior disorders from the University of Washington. Pre-
viously Claire worked as a counselor with Vashon 
Youth and Family Services. She is now interning at 
WSU in the Community Support Agriculture program.  
Her passion is teaching self-sufficiency and sustain-
ability through gardening and she would love to have 
her own farm.

She coaches youth sports and Hal loves poetry. They 
both love music and Hal can play almost any instru-
ment by ear. Music fills their home and dancing oc-
curs spontaneously with their four children. 

Their oldest child, Hannah, is finishing her senior 
year in high school with her classmates at Vashon Is-
land. She will attend Notre Dame next year on a row-
ing scholarship. Their second child, Dennis, 14, is cur-
rently an exchange student in New Zealand. Simon, 
11, loves the outdoors and Petra, 8, is thrilled to be in 
Idaho because she has her very own pony. 
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In addition to Pearl the pony, they have a large furry 
Newfoundland dog named Shep and five chickens. They 
hope to add bunnies and goats to the menagerie.
