® RE-related information 

Material not appropriate for inserts or announce-
ments in order of service: 
¨ Advertising for personal or commercial purposes 
¨ Announcements of non-church-related events 
¨ Political announcements 

Exceptions may be made at the discretionary request 
of the minister, the DRE, or a Board of Trustees officer. 

* There are two different e mail lists. One is reserved 
only for church-related activities and information, and 
the above guidelines apply. The second e mail list may be 
used for non-church-related announcements of commu-
nity and other events that may be of interest to UU 
church members.
