From the Presioent

Greetings,

My Dharma talk/Newsletter column this month begins with the teaching that, in order to be in
harmony, a person must have an optimal balance between body, mind and heart. In the Anusara Yoga system,
which | teach, we use the phrase, “sharp mind, vibrant body, and soft heart.” The last of the three, I’m finding,
is tricky for people to work with. “Soft-hearted” brings to mind the image of a somewhat sad, easily manipu-
lated, sentimental person who engenders sympathy in people but not necessarily respect. More often, in our
culture, people believe they have to lead with their heads and not allow others to see their “softness.” This is a
protective stance. Soft-hearted means letting one’s guard down, and staying with difficult emotions. It means
allowing others to see your insides and that feels dangerous, so most of us would rather not do this. But your
heart will tell you, more quickly than your head, when you’re wrong, when a hard decision eminent, and where
all of the gray areas are. The yoga teaching tells us that the heart is a seat of wisdom. The heart that is “soft” is
vulnerable, receptive and caring, but not weak. The fact is that it’s hard work to open your heart. It takes
“courage” - rooted etymologically in “heart.” It takes strength to stay vulnerable and open, yet steady in the
face of duty, opinions, tragedy and fear. The teaching explains that tenderness of heart is what’s needed to be
wholly compassionate, awake and engaged in the world. At the same time, if one’s heart is open, but one’s
mind isn’t honed and engaged, then there is not adequate discernment for appropriate choices or steadiness of
conviction. Similarly, if one’s body is weak, then doing the bidding of the heart, the seat of wisdom, is too ex-
hausting. So what we seek is balance, even a system of checks and balances, which leads to wholeness.

So, if we think of the UUCP as a body, an organism, and we assess our balance of mind, heart and body,
how do we do? Of course, we need people who are holding up the intellectual balance, doing the organiza-
tional brainwork. These folks need to be contemplating the questions and planning the operations. If this is an
area that you’d like to support, or develop in personally, consider chairing a committee, or give your name to
be nominated to the Board of Trustees in 2010. This group also needs to check in with the “heart” people -
those in charge of ministry, caring for the congregation and seeking good relationships and justice in the com-
munity. If this interests you, look at the Sunday Services Committee, the Caring Team or the Social Action
Committee. And the body of our church needs to be strong and vibrant. That requires that folks show up to do
what needs to be done. It includes caring for the physical structure, the financial health and the safety and se-
curity of congregation members. If this interests you, volunteer to be a celebrant or to make coffee. Show up to
clean and repair the facility or plan for the financial health of the church. All of these areas are essential and
interrelated. None is superior to others. All of these feed an intelligent, thriving and compassionate community
in which people can grow and find support.

A UU Story...

A UU Sunday school teacher asked his class,

The editor of the above story from The Church Where People Laugh, notes that “Unitarian Universalists
are occasionally chided for not being very focused... in their religious education programs, [which] although
not always warranted, does provide plenty of fodder for UU. Jokesters”. Thus, although it appears that the chil-
dren in this UU Sunday class have difficulty differentiating between holidays (both secular and religious) and
basic Christian theology, what is clear is that the children have not been “indoctrinated” with a particular reli-
gious dogma.

But what do Unitarian Universalists believe in, and what do they teach their children to believe in and
stand for? These are the questions that this semester’s Religious Education program is going to try to address
through its “UU Identity” curriculum. In fact, as a point for future planning, different sections of past UU lden-
tity curricula, as well as current curriculum coming from the UUA, will be taught every Fall semester, to give
our UUCP children a yearly, more thorough and inclusive idea of what it means to be a Unitarian Universalist--
from its history to its seven principles, to its action and presence in today’s world. The other well-loved and
traditional curriculum selections that have made their way through the RE program, such as World Religions,
Environmental Awareness and Social Justice and Diversity as well as new and evolving UUA programs, will
be taught during the Spring semesters.

Perhaps a better story from Ms. Foss’s book to shed light on what a UU child might take away from UU
Religious Education is the following:

The children in a U.U. church school were drawing pictures.
The teacher asked one child,
“What are you drawing a picture of?”
“I’m drawing a picture of God.”
“But nobody knows what God looks like,”” objected the teacher.
“They will when | get my picture done.”

The Fall curriculum classes for the elementary grades will begin on Sept. 20, and the New Teacher Ori-
entation will take place after Service at 12:00pm on Sept. 13. We still need teachers, especially for the 1/2/3
and 4/5/6 classes, so please consider signing up to help guide our children in learning about their UU heritage,
history and identity!!

Junior High Classes

For those children now entering Junior High
School, a fond farewell from their classmates in the
4/5/6 class, but a hearty welcome to the world of explo-
ration and new beginnings as they start their journey
towards adulthood. Just as the elementary children are
beginning to learn about what it means to be a UU, the
Junior High class will be learning about the world of
various faiths here on the Palouse through the
Neighboring Faiths program. This curriculum (which
will run all year (both Fall and Spring semesters)) in-
troduces youth in grades 7-9 to the faith traditions and
practices of other religious groups in our community. It
provides a number of processes for engaging partici-
pants in a religious journey that invites the participation
of parents, other interested adults, and religious leaders
in the congregation and the community. The goals of
this journey are:

e To participate personally in the faith traditions of
others

e To reflect on the uniqueness and universality of re-
ligious experience

e To explore their own values as they relate to many
other faith traditions

e To become more aware of the many connections
between UUs and other faith traditions

e To strengthen commitment to UU faith and com-
munity

e To increase their understanding and appreciation of
religious diversity.

The first class will start the Sunday after Labor
Day, Sept. 13, and will meet at 10:00am during the
Church Service in the Yellow House Basement. Par-
ticipants in the class will examine several different
Christian Churches from a mega church to the Society
of Friends. They will also learn about Judaism, Islam,
Buddhism, Hinduism, Baha’i, and Paganism/Earth
Centered religion. Each week they will visit a place of
religious practice or a guest speaker will visit them here
at the Yellow House. In this way, the Neighboring
Faiths classes will let the 7-9 graders explore the world
of religion and spirituality while allowing them to ex-
plore their own beliefs.

NOTE: Parents of Junior High Students, please
pick up a yellow registration form in the Church foyer,
complete it and turn it in before your child begins class
on Sept. 13, even if you have registered your children
in the past. We would like to keep our RE files up-
dated, and have each youth that attends be “officially
registered”.

Library Use Reminders

1. Books may be checked out for one month (30 days) and renewed
for an additional month and renewed again if no one is on the waiting
list for it. Returning a book on time is courteous and means that others
have a chance to read it and that the library volunteer staff can save the
time taken up by emailing and phoning reminders.

2. To CHECK OUT a book, go to the library, take the book from
the shelves, fill out a checkout slip with your name, contact information,
the date, and the author and title of each book being checked out, and
drop the slip into the slot in the cover of the black locked box. Then note
the date due on a reminder bookmark and put that in the book.

Both kinds of slips and a pen or pencil are kept by the locked box in
the library.

3. To RETURN a book, drop it in the plastic bin for that purpose in
the library, or drop it in the plastic bin for that purpose in the church
foyer (usually on the floor under the long shelf), or give it to one of the
UUCP Library Group volunteers. Please do NOT put a returned book
back on the library shelf. That costs the volunteer staff confusion and
time when matching checkout slips against returned books.

4. To RENEW a book, fill out another checkout slip and add a
"Renewed" notation, or else send an email to library@palouseuu.org or
to any of the Library Group volunteers.

5. The honor system is that if you lose a book, replace it with a
good used copy if possible, else with a book of comparable value and
interest.

6. All of the above also applies to other media, such as CDs and
DVDs.

Archivist Is Latest Addition to Library Group

In August Sherry Caisley-Wilkinson joined the UUCP Library Group as Archivist. She is an experienced
professional, having in years past been a curator of the Appaloosa Museum here in Moscow.

In coming weeks and months Sherry will be designing and implementing a system for collecting, organiz-
ing, cataloging, storing, and providing ready access to UUCP's archival materials. This might include historical
documents, oral histories, sermon recordings, historically significant photographs, historically significant let-
ters and emails, Board of Trustees minutes, foundation documents such as the various versions of the By-
Laws, the packets and reports of past UUCP ministers, incorporation papers, title to

the building, and so on. The materials will be stored in various locations, depending
on the level of protection and security needed, available space, size of the item, and
so on, with all of it entered into a computer file catalog and most of it digitized as

pdf or jpg computer files.

Accomplishing this will take months and may take years. It is a relatively low
priority project but significant as one way to help build a sense of community and
tradition among the church members as their generations come and go.
