6. If your behavior was close to Christmas, would it 

be listed under naughty or nice? That old child-
hood advice is still valuable for email or speech. 
When you find yourself angry, count to 10 before 
speaking. If email, wait 24 hours! 

7. Listen fully and openly without already thinking of 
what you are going to say in rebuttal 

8. If three people tell you that you're drunk, lie down. 
9. Treat everyone as if they are your lover. 
10. Beware the great sin of cynicism; no one likes the 

Devil's Advocate. Try being the Angel's Advocate.

From the Pastor’s Pad 
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Fall Greetings, 
 

This is the Season of High Holy days in the Jewish and Islamic traditions. This is the Season of Harvest. 
This is the Season in which we teeter between light and dark and we spin the wheel inward toward rest and 
renewal. This is also flu season-- which is by no means romantic, nor does it lend itself to profound metaphor, 
but is a basic reality for most people. Regardless of the seasonal observation you choose (or which one chooses 
you) it’s a time to reflect and look inside for meaning and to make choices about your commitments for the 
coming year. 

Here at the UUCP, we are launching our annual Pledge Drive. The importance of this Season for us is that 
your pledges are the sustenance on which we operate for the upcoming year. I have a certain amount of insight 
into the inner workings of this community. My family and I have been members for 12 years, and in addition 
to serving on the board, I have been on committees, served the congregation as Religious Education Director, 
been at most, if not all congregational meetings, made coffee, mopped the floor, and even briefly served  as the 
secretary one summer when there wasn’t one. And what I can tell you is that we get an enormous amount of 
work done on a shoestring. I know from close association how many hours, phone calls, meetings, research, 
communication, soul-searching and pastoral care goes into Kayle Rice’s ministerial service. I know firsthand 
how much planning, energy, diplomacy, cheerleading and organizational skills Janet Guthrie-Granja must 
summon to run the RE program. I know how deeply people count on Melodie Rai to supervise a reliable, safe 
and happy Nursery for our children. I know what it takes in terms of elbow grease, time and care for Gabe 
Baker to keep our old buildings beautiful. I watch our quietly steadfast and absolutely reliable secretary, Sum-
mer Stevens, do the backbone work to keep this congregation legal, in communication and organized. The mu-
sic director/accompanist, Jon Anderson, brings heart and soul into our congregation, letting our musical gifts 
shine and our spirits soar. These skills and efforts are a large part of what we pay for through our pledges. We 
do not receive grants. We do not receive state or federal backing. We are solely a self-sustaining organization. 
Grass roots, rock and roll, many-hands-make-light-work. 

If you are familiar with our UUCP history, it has always been so. We have had the involvement of the 
brightest and most innovative movers-and-shakers in the community on our rolls. As we’ve grown, we’ve also 
professionalized, taking our programming to the next level so that our work is deeper, more organized and 
more broad-reaching. At the same time, our Board and committees are lay-lead and operate democratically. 
We have made and do make an enormous difference in this community. 

This year’s budget proposal for CY 2010 reflects two things: support for our professional staff, with an 
extremely modest 1% increase in salaries, and continuity of our programming. Some standard expenses, such 
as utilities and insurance have risen with the times. However the overall budget difference is only around 1%. 
This is good news. At the same time, we have lost some pledging members to relocation and a few others, such 
as our beloved Shirley Caldwell, have gone on to the next Season of existence. So, the impetus for each of us 
to make a contribution at or above last year’s level is especially urgent. 

The Finance Committee and Board of Trustees will be bringing this budget (included in your newsletter) 
before you on two occasions. On October 18, after the service, please come to the Budget Presentation 
Meeting where John Pool, finance chair, will answer questions and gather feedback. On October 25, after the 
service, all voting members are needed for a Congregational Meeting to approve the budget. The Finance 
Committee and Board of Trustees will be meeting during the interim week to review feedback and make any 
adjustments to the proposed budget. And please come and celebrate the Season, and re-connect with your grass 
roots, rock and roll, many-hands-make-light-work congregation, by attending the Pledge Drive Pajama Party 
on October 24 in the sanctuary. More details on this fun event will follow. No matter what Season you find 
yourself in, your UUCP is here to sow the seeds and reap the harvest of a better life together.

® Materials related to a congregational meeting, such 

as a copy of a proposed budget 
® Materials related to the Pledge Drive or Service 

Auction 
® Announcements of social action events sponsored 

by the Social Action Committee 
® RE-related information 

Material not appropriate for inserts or announce-
ments in order of service: 
¨ Advertising for personal or commercial purposes 
¨ Announcements of non-church-related events 
¨ Political announcements 

Exceptions may be made at the discretionary re-
quest of the minister, the DRE, or a Board of Trustees 
officer. 

* There are two different e mail lists. One is re-
served only for church-related activities and informa-
tion, and the above guidelines apply. 
The second e mail list may be used 
for non-church-related announce-
ments of community and other 
events that may be of interest to UU 
church members.

The injunctions to “think big” and “think outside the box” are somehow always somewhat 
easier to suggest to others than to implement in one’s own activities, but we’ll aim to do that in this 
monthly music column as we explore all the components of our UUCP Music Program. In no particular order 
of priority, these include selections rehearsed and performed by the Choir, guest appearances by several inde-
pendent vocal and/or instrumental groups, performances associated with the RE program, the hymns and short 
pieces we all sing together, and the music played by our Music Director (sometimes with guest artists) before 
and during services. Each of these components, ideally, works in sync with all the others to enhance, support 
and deepen the religious experience of every member of the congregation. 

But we wonder if there are some other ways to weave music into the life of the church; if we might enter-
tain some ideas for participation in spontaneous (i.e., unrehearsed) music-making such as sing-alongs. We’ve 
already heard a few suggestions:  informal folk music (singing and playing) evenings and a shape-note group, 
possibly coupled with potluck suppers. (Has anyone else noticed that discussions of things-we-might-do-
around-here don’t get too awfully far without involving food? Lots of food. Really yummy food.  But we di-
gress…) Though time constraints don’t permit the Music Director or the Music Committee to be primary or-
ganizers of these possible groups, we would like to encourage anyone who is interested to take up these orga-
nizing roles, and to chat with one of us about your ideas. 

Future “Music Notes” may include interviews with some of your favorite independent musical groups, 
and vignettes from the lives of some of the great composers whose choral works the Choir performs – espe-
cially if they had colorful lives and were the sources of juicy 18th century gossip. Of course, it’s not easy to 
imagine Handel or Bach on YouTube or Facebook. 

Lastly, we’d like to give a little preview of future Choir selections, but as of this writing we have con-
firmed only our October dates (Oct. 11 and Oct. 18) but not the specific pieces we’ll sing. Some suggestions 
for Pledge Drive Sunday (Hey, Big Spender, Diamonds Are a Church’s Best Friend, If I Were a Rich UU, 
Brother, Can You Spare a Bazillion Dimes) have been greeted with exactly the degree of seriousness they de-
serve, so you’ll just have to wait to see what we come up with! 

Dahr Jamail and Susan Galleymore to Discuss Human C osts of War 
The Social Action Committee is a promoter-partner of the following film and speaker event, which is 

sponsored by the Social Forum at University of Idaho, The Martin Institute, UI Department of Sociology and 
Anthropology, and Palouse Peace Coalition. We encourage everyone to attend. 

On Thursday October 8, at 7:00 pm at UI Administration Building Auditorium, authors Dahr Jamail and 
Susan Galleymore will discuss the human costs of war based on their experiences in Iraq and other conflict 
zones. Pastor Dean Stewart will moderate the conversation and field questions from the audience. The event is 
free and open to the public. 

Then, on Friday October 9 at 7:00 pm at the 1912 Center, Dahr Jamail will present stories from his most 
recent book, The Will to Resist:  Soldiers Who Refuse to Fight in Iraq and Afghanistan, and talk about the con-
tours of resistance in the US military. The event will be a fund-raiser for KRFP, Radio Free Moscow, and will 
include a no-host bar, light refreshments, and time to meet both Dahr and Susan. A $20 donation at the door is 
suggested (but not required). 

Dahr Jamail has spent a total of nine months in occupied Iraq and has become renowned for documenting 
the human costs of that war. He has recently written two books about his experiences in Iraq. 

Susan Galleymore made headlines when she traveled to Iraq to visit her Army Ranger son. While there, 
she interviewed Iraqi families and compiled the stories in her book, Long Time Passing:  Mothers Speak about 
War and Terror. Susan subsequently launched an international project, MotherSpeak, to share stories of moth-
ers and their families engaged in or affected by the Global War on Terror. 

While in town, Dahr and Susan will interact with the community through seminars and small group dis-
cussions.

Feeds of Dreams –“If You Feed Them, They Will Come”

Fall Greetings! 

In thinking about these poetic words from one of his-
tory’s most famous UUs, this semester’s fall RE classes 
will introduce our children to the history and identity of the 
“religion” that shapes the activities and practices of their 
church community. From the rich history and development 
of Unitarian Universalism as a set of religious beliefs 
springing out of the Protestant Reformation, to the commu-
nity of religious liberals it is today, the children will be in-
troduced to the early UU theologians, as well as the great 
social movers and shakers of the nineteenth century that 
have shaped progressive thought and American society. 
Along the way, the children will explore UU Identity, our 
Seven Principles, and what it means to be a member of the 
Unitarian Universalist Church of the Palouse. It is hoped 
that the information and experiences we all share this se-
mester will allow the children, to paraphrase Mr. Whitman, 
to give life to their religion, as it gives life to them. 

We will be a combination of several curriculums that 
have been written by the UUA, and various UU ministers 
and religious educators. The overall focus of the lessons 
will be to build an understanding and appreciation of 
UUism, and its contribution to Western civilization, while 
at the same time, trying to instill a sense of religious prac-
tice that spring not from the study of dogma, but from re-
flection, observation and experience. In the words of UU 
curriculum writer Josephine Gould in her preface to 
“Growing Times”: 

“A child’s religion develops slowly but surely, all day 
every day. By religion, we mean feelings and thoughts 
about ourselves, our families, our friends, and whatever 
else in the world of nature and society impact upon us.” 
It is in these feelings and thoughts that we hope to help 

children develop a beginning sense of identity as UUs.

Gems of Goodness Project:  We are continuing the UUA activity which takes place after the Chalice 
Lighting at the beginning of each RE class, Gems of Goodness, which will be explained in letters coming 
home. While we teach our Sunday curriculum, the children will be encouraged to keep track of and name 

acts of justice and goodness that they either witness or perform themselves. Every Sunday when their class 
meets, the children will have the opportunity to share about these acts of goodness, and tie them into our Seven 
Principles. For each act of justice or goodness they share, the children will place a colorful gem into a collec-
tion container. When they collectively reach certain goal marks or fill the container, the class will have a spe-
cial celebration. It is hoped that parents and other significant adults will pay extra attention their children’s acts 
of goodness or justice, and note them, reminding them to store them away for sharing on Sunday morning. Be 
a witness to your child sharing his/her accomplishment of goodness or justice. 
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 1. Books may be checked out for one month (30 days) and re-
newed for an additional month and renewed again if no one is 
on the waiting list for it. Returning a book on time is courteous 
and means that others have a chance to read it and that the li-

brary volunteer staff can save the time taken up by emailing and phoning 
reminders. 

2. To CHECK OUT a book, go to the library, take the book from the 
shelves, fill out a checkout slip with your name, contact information, the 
date, and the author and title of each book being checked out, and drop 
the slip into the slot in the cover of the black locked box. Then note the 
date due on a reminder bookmark and put that in the book. 

Both kinds of slips and a pen or pencil are kept by the locked box in 
the library. 

3. To RETURN a book, drop it in the plastic bin for that purpose in 
the library, or drop it in the plastic bin for that purpose in the church 
foyer (usually on the floor under the long shelf), or give it to one of the 
UUCP Library Group volunteers. Please do NOT put a returned book 
back on the library shelf. That costs the volunteer staff confusion and 
time when matching checkout slips against returned books. 

4. To RENEW a book, fill out another checkout slip and add a 
"Renewed" notation, or else send an email to library@palouseuu.org or 
to any of the Library Group volunteers. 

5. The honor system is that if you lose a book, replace it with a good 
used copy if possible, else with a book of comparable value and interest. 

6. All of the above also applies to other media, such as CDs and 
DVDs.

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Finding Face 

Patti Duncan, Associate Professor of Women’s Studies at Portland State University and an independent 
filmmaker, will be screening her acclaimed documentary, Finding Face, at the Kenworthy Performing Arts 
Centre at 7:00 pm on Wednesday, October 14, 2009. The UUCP Social Action Committee is promoter/partner 
of this event.  

Finding Face details the controversial case of Tat Marina, a rising star in Phnom Penh’s karaoke music 
scene, who was attacked with acid in Cambodia in 1999. At 16, Marina was coerced into an abusive relation-
ship with Cambodia’s Undersecretary of State, Svay Sitha, and subsequently doused with a liter of nitric 
acid—allegedly by Sitha’s wife—that disfigured her face. A decade later, despite the fact that there were mul-
tiple witnesses to the crime, no charges have ever been filed in the case. 

The film contextualizes acid violence in Cambodia as both a human rights violation and a gender-based 
form of violence. In it, human rights workers and survivors of acid attacks discuss the many challenges faced 
by victims, as well as what they see as a culture of impunity surrounding violence against women. They also 
discuss the rise in acid violence following Marina’s attack, a result of the public’s awareness that perpetrators 
are unlikely to face any serious penalties. 

Marina, who was granted asylum to enter the U.S., struggles to emerge from a shattered self-image and 
escape a constant state of fear. She breaks her long silence with the hope that she can gain some form of jus-
tice, if not in the state judicial system then at least in the court of public opinion. 

The University of Idaho Women’s Center is sponsoring this fundraising showing of Duncan’s film with 
the goal of raising awareness of this disturbing form of sexualized violence, and funds for the survivors and 
human rights organizations featured in the film.
