The Choir’s intensive rehearsals and joyous perémee of George Frideric Handel's gre &
fugue “Music, Spread Thy Voice Around,” from hisatario ‘Solomon’ sent us to our bookshelf t
glean some knowledge about the history and strecfithe fugue and other forms that evolved dutivegBa-
roque Period (roughly 1600-1750). The Baroque Bletlte great bridge between the Renaissance and the
Classical Period (1750-1830), was the formativef@ravestern music, during which most of the conicers
and techniques familiar to modern listeners werelbgped.

A fugue is a musical form in which two or more ndtolines are intertwined in a contrapuntal fashion
with the first line introduced by a single “voicéh the case of choral music this is either a swlce or a par-
ticular section of the Choir; in non-choral worksvould be an instrument). The first voice is th@ned by a
second voice presenting a slightly different (itclj rhythm or order of notes, etc.) version ofshene me-
lodic line. These two are then joined by a thiarth, and sometimes fifth voice. Principal and ptamen-
tary melodies are then repeated in various wayth, waices combining, splitting and re-combininggtori-
ous effect, in a kind of musical perpetual-motiocadmne.

Simple fugues were written during the Renaissabgethe form reached its zenith during the Baroque
Period in the works of Bach, Handel, Vivaldi, Telm and others. A quote concerning the fugue (fiftan
Rough Guidgthat we find fascinating: “When used in churchsmsuits multilayered richness was intended to
fill the congregation with a sense of confused watidToday (especially among UU’s!) we don’t aimcon-
fuse, but to inspire and uplift.
