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ﬂ UUCP Music Notes

Nearly everyone, young or old, musically talentedome-deaf, snow bunny or snow bird,
loves Christmas music. This fondness for traditi@faistmas songs is as strong today as it ha
ever been, despite the fact that most of us hawe bebjected to decades of bombardment with
wretched permutations of old favorites piped irttogping malls, airports, and waiting rooms (redalin
Lehrer's 1950s satire: “Angels we have heard gh hTell us to go out and BUY!").

The great carols outlast this indignity; they & capable of moving our souls and lifting ounr#g, tak-
ing on a life of their own, independent of theiedihogical underpinnings. Because Christmas soregysar
popular, we went to the internet to see what wedcbd out about the history of Christmas musiot Nur-
prisingly, the beginnings of music in general sthdback to tens of thousands of years ago, andshef mu-
sic as a ceremonial or religious expression maydaely as old. What did surprise us was the hursdoéd
thousands of websites concerning the history ofdfthas carols. No, we didn’t check every site, jhstfirst
200,000...

There is general agreement on the antecedentd@j’tocarols — many were derived from pagan chants
sung to observe the Winter Solstice, as peopleathamund stone circles and prayed for the returelorth
of the sun. Many traditions include observancesriggor eight to twelve days (Norse Yule, RomantuBaa-
lia, Jewish Hanukkah, Latin American Tres Reyes, @hers), roughly the span of time that it takebd sure
the sun isetting later every day and standing higher insttyeat noon, as it always has. Early Christiad{ea
ers saw the advantage of grafting a holiday cetefgahe birth of Jesus (an event whose date wasenro
corded by the writers of the Gospels) onto existundely celebrated festivals.

Sporadic attempts to write special songs for Cmast took place in the first millennium, but it wast
until the thirteenth century that such songs bectug popular. There was a golden age of caradisigin
England between 1350 and 1550, about which timarieceent tradition of wassailing joined other asped
Christmas music. Wassailing mainly involved grooppeasants going to the homes of wealthy landosvizer
give their songs and their blessings to the mastdrhis family in exchange for food, drink or a feains.
Less familiar in the U.S. is the English traditiminthe orchard-visiting wassail, in which a Wasgaig and
Queen lead a procession from one cider orchargetoéxt, drinking hard cider from a white maple how
singing, shouting, banging pots and pans, and sigwblleys of arrows or bullets, all to exhort tinees to
produce a great crop the following fall.

After the mid-1600’s, under the stern hand of Qli@eomwell and the Puritans, Christmas caroling,
whether demure or rowdy, was repressed. Not urgisecond half of the nineteenth century was theeelis-
covery (in museums and villages) and re-populaoratf the old medieval melodies and an updatintheir
words. A few of today’s favorites, though, havecable histories of being performed continuousiyrfithe
Middle Ages to the present; these include ‘The Boldead,” ‘The Holly and the Ivy,” and perhaps ‘Gbo
King Wenceslas.’
