Wanting to know more about how these three sing-
ers (Mac Cantrell, bass-baritone; Janice Bougldtio;
tenor; and Joseph Erhard-Hudson, tenor-baritone) be
gan their musical training, came together to fdmit
lium, and integrate such high-level music-making into
their busy professional and family lives, we betian
interview by asking each of them to give us a bhnisf
tory of their individual involvement with music.

There are some common factors: All three have
loved music since childhood and have played varinstsuments before and during their involvemerthwi
vocal music.
