music the Choir sings and how we identify and ageafor the many tal-
ented musicians who contribute so movingly to aur-&hoir services. When we sat
down to think about it, we realized that the ansisrit a simple one-two-three-and-it's-done, bumaltifac-
eted endeavor involving a number of people.

The first consideration for any given Sunday is thike or not the Choir will sing. Most commonly the
Choir schedule is drawn up fairly early in the setaeso that members can schedule trips and otkeetsto
fit in with the rehearsal and performance commitméfe aim to sing for about half the services betwe
early September and early June; performing evdrgratieek is the upper limit of performances thatara-
teur Choir (even one as terrific as ours!) can arepo do well with just under two hours of rehabtsne per
week.

It never turns out to be precisely every other Syntecause there are fixed dates (the UU equivafen
high holy days) such as Christmas Eve, Martin Lukiag Day, Music Sunday and Mothers’ Day for which
we almost always schedule the Choir. And of coursery to honor special requests from any speakers/
celebrants who particularly want us to sing fomtheven if it means revamping the schedule a litchsrupt-
ing the every other week pattern.

For Choir Sundays our procedure is more-or-legslbsvs:

2. We focus first on finding songs whose lyricsardinate with the subject of the service and whused is
compatible (serene, celebratory, contemplative).édome speakers/celebrants have specific suggssti
for us, but most don’t, so we try to equip oursslwgth a few possible pieces from the archivesamf
our perusal of the offerings posted on the websiteéke principal suppliers of sheet music. If the

speaker’s/celebrant’s choice is something we havtlkea archives, we only need to be sure we havegmo
copies for the whole Choir. If it is something tinat need to order, we check out various arrangesranmt
the aforementioned websites. Many of these sites hdListen To” feature, which is helpful. Ourteria
for choosing among the options include beautifulatg, SATB arrangement with robust and distinctive
parts for all four sections, less than ten minirtdength, interesting piano accompaniment (oglsarana
cappellaarrangement), and something that can be learnegenfected in two or three rehearsals. A con-
sideration that has arisen recently is that oupkews have gone to a “just-in-time” mode of operat

when we order 25 copies, they have to get mogdtaeshtfrom other suppliers, so copies dribble inva d¢

a time over a period of several weeks.

Once the music is in hand, the Choir reheansdsralividual members practice at home betweenarshe
als, thanks to the wonders of modern technologythadkill of Jon and Michael in emailing us verso
of the piece that other choirs have posted onritegriet. We may also practice the chosen hymns, the
Meditation music and/or a Closing Song if it is nemis to be performed as a round.
