It occuragdhat there are at least two different subjeets: One is
the music produced in the natural world, both bynaits and by inanimate processes; the other isanhat is
composed by humans influenced by Nature and/orawhat actually incorporates natural sounds.

We immediately confront a philosophical question.cill something “music,” instead of just “sound,”
must there be a probability of conscious intentmoreate music, or at least some sort of insopetrating in
a living creature? It's an interesting questior;diese there are many inanimate natural phenomanart
duce sounds with interwoven tones that resembleahutnmposed melodies. These sounds register vath th
human psyche — windstorms, hail beating a perceisiiythm on a metal roof, the high-pitched ululgtin
shriek of steam blasting from fumaroles on an actwicano, the powerful crash of thunder, the dempning
of surf entering sea caves and reflecting and céfrgin the closed space to produce other tonasciomplex
sea-song.

Social Justice Offering

Society of St Vincent de Paul is the June beneficiafor the plate collection

The Society of St. Vincent de Paul is a Catholgamization that seeks to provide 7
emergency care to those in need. The Moscow chpptgides aid to anyone in Latah <
County who needs immediate help. Although the amgdion is sponsored by the Catholic
church, people of all faiths are eligible for aidheut strings attached. No one is refused
care because of religious affiliation.

St. Vincent de Paul helps many people in the cowitty emergency relief to pay en-
ergy bills so their power doesn’t get shut off. Tfoever companies generally have a mor
torium during the winter months; they don’t shut péwer due to nonpayment because c
the necessity of home heating. In the spring, tbeatorium is lifted, and people who owe
money on their power bill face the possibility thia¢ir power will be cut off.

They also help with emergency rent for a couplmohths, but cannot take on long term rent subsidy.
They can provide temporary housing (1-2 nightgnremergency. For low income families, they camvige
some emergency financial assistance and help vattical bills. The local chapter has a FEMA granétp
with bigger housing issues. One important feat@ith@ir work is a home visit with the person or fyme-
ceiving aid. They find that sometimes people neellance to talk with someone who cares, and thkésna
big difference. It also lets them determine whateotservices the client may need, and they cammesmnd
other agencies that may be able to offer help. Thaytain a job clearinghouse, with lists of jolvai&@able in
the area. Because many of their clients live ialrareas of the county, gas vouchers may be pro\dea
